Зміст курсу


Мета курсу “Історія англійської мови” дослідити різноманітні цілі як теоретичні, так і практичні. Сучасна англійська мова відображає багатовікову історію її розвитку і охоплює найбільш вагомі моменти в історії розвитку англійської мови :становлення фонетичної системи, розвиток граматичного строю, зміни словникового запису слів у зв’язку із змінами його умов суспільного функціонування.


Завдання курсу:

· Методичні – вивчення структурних особливостей мови ( фонетичних, граматичних, лексичних) у процесі їх розвитку. При цьому досліджувана дисципліна пропонує діахронічний підхід до вивчення та інтерпретації лінгвістичних явищ, тобто вивчення їх у безперервному на тлі еволюції мови та її системи. До головних методологічних питань, що подаються у лекціях, відносять такі: 1) постійне відмирання елементів старої якості та постійний розвиток елементів нової якості; 2) наявність тісного зв’язку історії англійської мови з історією та культурою англійського народу; 3) взаємозв’язок і взаємозалежність змін окремих сторін структури мови: розвиток аналітичного типу мови і вироблення суворих норм синтаксису; розвиток складної системи часів на основі розвитку системи  допоміжних дієслів. 

· Пізнавальні - вивчення даної  дисципліни ставить за мету розширити філологічний кругозір студентів. Знання історії англійської мови дозволяє визначити її місце в лінгвістичному світі, відкрити її контакти та зв’язки з іншими спорідненими й віддаленими мовами. Мета досліджуваної дисципліни полягає у тому, щоб навчити студентів аналізувати та інтерпретувати фонетичні, граматичні й лексичні особливості сучасної мови у всій повноті обсягу еволюції мовного процесу та їх поетичного розвитку в різні періоди історії англійської мови, що в свою чергу веде до більш глибокого розуміння системно - структурних особливостей мови. Сучасна англійська мова відображає розвиток даної дисципліни протягом віків.

· Практичні – вивчення  мови в її еволюції становить  перед студентами теоретичні питання, а саме : взаємовідношення статики, її динаміки, значення лінгвістичних й екстралінгвістичних  факторів в розвитку мови. Ці питання можуть  бути вирішенні тільки  теоретично, опираючись на знання здобуті  з курсу загального мовознавства. Звідси випливає практична мета – навчити студентів застосовувати знання придбані з курсів інших лінгвістичних  дисциплін  при інтерпретації фактів  історичного розвитку мови.

Морфологічна будова англійської мови давнього  періоду. Іменник. Давня  іменна класифікація по основах і її розпад. Розвиток омонімії відмінкових форм. Типи утворювання, або творення множини. Прикметник. Два типи відміни прикметника - займенниковий і іменниковий, їх виникнення. Два типи ступеня порівняння. Займенник: особовий, вказівний, виникнення присвійних. Числівники – кількісні, порядкові. Дієслово – з чергуванням із суфіксацією,  їх класифікація. Суплетивні і змішані дієслова. Проблема аналітичних форм дієслова, категорії виду, стану. Прислівник. Утворення за допомогою відмінкових суфіксів.

 Кельські запозичення в англійській мові. Розвиток  звукової системи англійської мови XI – XVIII ст. Наголос середній і новий період. Ненаголошені голосні. Есперсеном з фонологічних і посадочних позицій. Зміни коротких голосних. Розвиток довгих монофтонгів і дифтонгів у ранньо – ново англійській. Кількісні зміни голосних у ранньо – ново англійський. Розвиток граматичної системи англійської мови з XI до XVIII ст. Іменник. Поповнення словникового складу англійської мови шляхом словотворення, зміни значень слів, запозичення, що пов’язані з розвитком промисловості. Словотворення, Розвиток нових словотворчих моделей. Безсуфіксальний тип словотворення та його повне розповсюдження. Виникнення нових словотворчих суфіксів і префіксів. Використання наголосу як нового словотвірного засобу. Зміна й переосмислення значень слів. Розширення полісемії.
