"Hey guys, I really 10        to hear what you have to say about this, but I absolutely have to finish this lecture first. Can you give me 10 minutes, and then I'll give you a chance to discuss it?" Who could say 'no' to that? 3. Say what you see. This technique is ridiculously powerful. No one likes being told what to do - or not to do. And often, a student in a bad mood will do something especially to get a reaction. So say what you see. 4. Give an advance warning. If you know you are having a bad day, and have little to no patience, warn the students in advance. Seriously - let them know before class starts that something is already bothering you and you have no patience. These are just some of the ways in which you can get students to stop talking in class. It's important to stay in good humor and understand that sometimes, you just have to go with the flow.

I.The year 1805 marked a turning point in Froebel's life. He went to Frankfurt intending to become an architect but instead ended up teaching in a preparatory 1____. The effect of this teaching experience on Froebel was such that he decided to make education his life's 2___. In 1808 he went to Vernon , Switzerland, where he tutored boys attending Johann Pestalozzi's 3____. Feeling somewhat lacking in his own educational background, he left Vernon in 1811 and studied at the universities of Gottingen and Berlin until 1816. During this 4____ he briefly served in the army raised by the German states to oppose Napoleon.

In 1816 Froebel opened the Universal German Educational Institute at Keilham, a school based on his own educational theories. Its curriculum was comprehensive in nature, covering all 5____ of the student's growth and development both physical and mental. In 1818 he married Henrietta Hoffmeister.

II.In Froebel's major educational work, The Education of Man , he explained the basic philosophy which guided his educational undertakings the unity of all things in God. This doctrine is evident in his work in the area of early-childhood education, to which he turned his attention in 1836. This culminated in the development of his famous kindergarten in 1840. That same year Froebel 6____ to instruct teachers in the principles and methods of the kindergarten.. He 7____ the remainder of his life elaborating, propagandizing, and defending the principles and practices embodied in the kindergarten.

In 1849, after spending approximately 5 years touring Germany and spreading the idea of the kindergarten, Froebel settled in Liebenstein. He spent the remainder of his life combating conservative forces critical of his educational theories. These forces managed in 1851 8____ the Prussian government to ban the kindergarten on the grounds that it was an atheistic and socialistic threat to the state. I. Thinking about how to 1_________ holidays in our child care and education programs can be challenging to adults. We have to be open to understanding not only how we remember our own childhood celebrations, but how others may have celebrated or how the 2_________ is viewed today. As an example, Thanksgiving may have included a happy 3__________ gathering for some of us, but Native Americans may not be "thankful" for anything on this day. Columbus Day, from the point of view of Native Americans, Italian Americans or Jewish peoples, is another day that needs critical reflection by adults before they make curriculum choices for 4________. Our task as adults is to 5________ through these issues for ourselves, with our co-workers, and with the families and communities we live and work in. 

II. It 6_____ always easy, but if we are to be good teachers, we must do it. Some aspects of holiday celebrations may seem innocent or harmless at first, but it is vital that early child care professionals 7______ about the curriculum and how it affects children. Halloween colors, for example, include orange and black. Black is generally not presented in a positive way, but a scary and dark way. What 8________ teaching the color black in this way do to children whose skin is dark, and who are sometimes called black? What does it do to children whose skin is not dark? The effect on the self-concept of all children, whether the teacher's intent is "only Halloween fun" 9______ intense for children of all ethnicities and colors. As teachers, we believe our actions have deep and lasting effects on children in their cognitive development. Discipline must come through liberty. Here is a great principle which is 1________ for the followers of common-school methods to understand. How shall one obtain 2_________ in a class of free children? Certainly in our system, we have a concept of discipline very different from that commonly accepted. If discipline is founded upon liberty, the discipline itself must necessarily be 3______. We do not consider an individual disciplined only when he has been rendered as artificially silent as a mute and as immovable as a paralytic. He is an individual annihilated, not disciplined.

The liberty of the child should have as its limit the collective 4______; as its form, what we universally consider good breeding. We must, therefore, check in the child whatever offends or annoys others, or whatever tends toward rough or ill-bred acts. But all the rest, – every manifestation having a useful scope, – whatever it be, and under whatever form it expresses itself, must not only be permitted, but must be observed by the 5_________. Here lies the essential point; from her scientific preparation, the teacher must 6________ not only the capacity, but the desire, to observe natural phenomena. In our system, she must become a passive, much more than an active, influence, and her passivity 7________ composed of anxious scientific curiosity, and of absolute respect for the phenomenon which she wishes to observe. The teacher must understand and feel her position of observer: the activity must lie in the phenomenon.

Such principles assuredly 8________ a place in schools for little children who are exhibiting the first psychic manifestations of their lives. We cannot know the consequences of suffocating a spontaneous action at the time when the child is just beginning to be active: perhaps we suffocate life itself. Humanity 9_______ itself in all its intellectual splendour during this tender age as the sun shows itself at the dawn, and the flower in the first unfolding of the petals; and we must respect religiously, reverently, these first indications of individuality. If any educational act is to be efficacious, it 10_________ only that which tends to help toward the complete unfolding of this life. To be thus helpful it is necessary rigorously to avoid the arrest of spontaneous movements and the imposition of arbitrary tasks. It is of course understood, that here we do not speak of useless or dangerous acts, for these must be suppressed, destroyed.
