ABSTRACT

The dissertation deals with the study of occasional compound words
recorded in newspaper discourse at the beginning of the 21st century. The
research focuses on derivational, structural and semantic, formal and
grammatical, communicative and pragmatic (functional and stylistic, semantic
and stylistic) features of occasional compound words in the early 21st-century
newspaper texts.

The scientific novelty of the research is determined by the fact that, for the
first time in Ukrainian linguistics, occasional compound words limited to a
specific domain of origin and use have been differentiated as carriers of various
temporal markers of their emergence in usage and consolidation in the written
newspaper discourse of the early decades of the 21st century. It is asserted that
such textual units function as nominations combining two components without
explicit syntactic relations (in the course of formal and grammatical analysis,
structural and grammatical approach is applied to characterize the motivational
bases with certain syntactic relations — both coordinate and subordinate), which
tend to realize not logical but rather emotionally figurative perception of
information.

The dissertation represents the first comprehensive study of the
communicative and pragmatic characteristics of occasional compound words
based on their structural and semantic, semantic and stylistic, formal and
grammatical, functional and stylistic features of formation and usage in
contemporary newspaper discourse.

The practical value of the results obtained has been determined by their
potential use in teaching courses on the contemporary Ukrainian literary
language, particularly in word formation, for creating specialized courses in
linguo-stylistics,  linguistic ~ analysis,  pragmalinguistics, theory  of
communication, theory of nomination, neology, and lexicology of the Ukrainian
language.

The study of occasional compound words in newspaper discourse of the
early 21st century has made it possible to identify the main trends in the creation
of new nominations, the imitation of word-formation models of European
languages, and to outline the communicative and pragmatic load of neologisms
as components of the social and political vocabulary of the Ukrainian press.
