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The complexity of the transitional period and the requirements of the New
Ukrainian School regarding the role of the teacher and the organization of the
educational process justify the need for a targeted search for solutions to the problem
of organizing English language lessons, with particular emphasis on the transition to
secondary education. The analysis of scientific, psychological-pedagogical, and
methodological literature, as well as national and international sources conducted
during the research, confirms the relevance of this issue. Under the conditions of
prioritizing competence-based, learner-centered, and activity-based approaches, and
in the context of implementing the tasks of modern educational reform represented by
the New Ukrainian School, the need for a new vision of the organization of the
educational process is of particular interest to both scholars and practicing educators.

Thus, the dissertation research is devoted to identifying and substantiating the
psychological and pedagogical conditions for organizing English language lessons in
the 5th grade in accordance with the Concept of the New Ukrainian School. The topic
1s formulated as follows: «Psychological and Pedagogical Conditions for Organizing
English Language Lessons Based on the Concept of the New Ukrainian School». The
introduction substantiates the relevance of the dissertation topic, formulates the aim
and objectives of the study, and defines the object and subject of the research.
Specifically, the object is the organization of the educational process in English
language lessons based on the Concept of the New Ukrainian School, while the
subject is the psychological and pedagogical conditions for organizing English
language lessons in the 5th grade of the New Ukrainian School. The dissertation
outlines the scientific novelty and practical significance of the conducted research,
indicates the author's personal contribution, provides information on the research’s
approbation, and lists the publications related to the stated problem.

The research activity was focused on analyzing the key aspects of the studied
issue within the theory and practice of teaching English in the 5th grade of the New
Ukrainian School. The essence of the fundamental concepts of the study was
clarified; the criteria, indicators, and levels of English language proficiency among

learners in their first year of secondary education were defined as indicators of the



rational organization of English lessons. The psychological and pedagogical
conditions for organizing a modern English lesson were substantiated and modeled as
a holistic system of organizational influences aimed at developing English language
competence through updated, non-standard lesson formats. Pedagogically appropriate
forms and methods of lesson organization, as well as didactic support for ensuring
high-quality English language instruction in the 5th grade, were also justified.

The analysis of scientific, psychological-pedagogical, and methodological
literature, as well as national and international sources conducted during the research,
confirms the relevance of reforming the educational process on conceptual
foundations. The study identifies the main scientific approaches to organizing the
educational process in English language lessons, in particular: the learner-centered,
integrated, competence-based, activity-based, communicative, and cultural
approaches. Special attention in the research is given to the prioritization of the
competence-based approach in the implementation of the tasks of modern educational
reform.

The dissertation thoroughly examines the lesson as the primary form of
organizing educational activity. Pedagogically appropriate characteristics for
organizing modern English lessons in the 5th grade are defined and substantiated.
Specifically, the research outlines the following: increasing motivation to learn
English; utilizing learners’ subjective experience acquired in primary school;
ensuring clear organization and focusing on the individualization of the educational
process during English lessons; creating conditions for enriching lessons with
innovative teaching methods and techniques, including the use of artificial
intelligence as an effective tool for unlocking the creative potential of Sth-grade
students; logically modifying lesson formats that are non-standard in structure,
content, and teaching methods, as required by the New Ukrainian School; ensuring
control over the learning process; developing students’ English language competence;
and fostering a partnership-based atmosphere with the integration of emotional

communication components.



The study revealed that the environmental factor involves the creation of
comfortable, safe, and stimulating conditions for learning that support students’
physical, psychological, and emotional development. It was found that the
educational environment should serve not only as a space for acquiring knowledge
but also as a setting where children can freely develop their talents, build social
connections, and receive support from teachers.

Within the scope of this research, the concept of «English lesson organization»
in the context of the New Ukrainian School is interpreted as a flexible, dynamic, and
interactive form of organizing the educational process. It is aimed at developing
learners’ English language (transversal) competences through active engagement, the
predominance of learner-centered and competence-based approaches, integration
with other fields of knowledge, and the use of modern technologies. This approach
ensures the development of foreign language communicative competence and
contributes to the holistic development of the learner in an atmosphere of
collaboration and a positive emotional climate.

The theoretical examination of the problem concerning a new vision of the
modern lesson—its structuring and innovative approaches to its delivery—makes it
possible to assert that the lesson is not in a static state; rather, it is constantly evolving
in response to changes in education and society. The effectiveness of a modern lesson
largely depends on the teacher—their individuality, self-awareness, and
professionalism—which are viewed within the New Ukrainian School reform through
the lens of employing various teaching methods and strategies. It has been established
that the English teacher’s readiness for innovative activity is a crucial factor in the
effectiveness of the educational process. The identification of pedagogically
appropriate teaching methods enables the teacher to organize a modern lesson
focused on developing English language competence, including transversal skills, as
well as fostering students’ creative potential, non-standard and critical thinking, a
high level of self-organization, and partnership between the participants in the
educational process. The study identified, characterized, and experimentally

confirmed the psychological and pedagogical conditions for implementing a model of



a modern English lesson. These include: organizing subject-subject interaction
among educational participants; teacher orientation toward the implementation of
interactive learning technologies; and the development of self-assessment and
reflective positions among Sth-grade students.

The research formulated and confirmed the hypothesis that the effectiveness of
English lessons in the 5th grade of secondary school depends on the rational, non-
standard organization of lessons and the teacher’s readiness for innovative activity,
especially under conditions of distance learning.

An analysis of the formative stage of the pedagogical experiment confirmed
the appropriateness of the selected methods and techniques for organizing modern
English lessons. The most effective were: LearningApps, Wordwall, Kahoot,
interactive exercises, authentic video and audio materials, online games, mini-
projects, collaborative group and pair work formats, as well as reflection tools such as
surveys and checklists. Among the most successful lesson formats for the 5th grade
were interactive, non-standard, and flipped classroom approaches.

During the implementation of the experimental research, a system for
monitoring students’ academic achievements was organized, which included regular
assessment and analysis of the dynamics of their learning outcomes. In particular,
well-structured English lessons based on the principles of the Concept of the New
Ukrainian School contributed to a positive trend in the development of students’
learning competences.

At the initial stage of the experiment, diagnostics were conducted to assess
students’ academic achievement levels, motivational sphere, emotional state, and
adaptive capacities. Throughout the experimental phase, interim assessments of
lesson effectiveness were carried out, allowing for the observation of sustained
positive dynamics in the learning process.

The results of the formative stage of the experiment showed positive dynamics
in the level of educational motivation of 5th grade students compared to the
ascertaining stage. The share of students with a high level of motivation increased

from 36% to 41%, which indicates an increase in their interest in learning. At the



same time, the number of students with a sufficient level of motivation practically did
not change (33% - 32%). There is a decrease in the share of students with an average
level (from 21% to 17%) and low levels of motivation, which remained at 10%. The
indicators indicate a decrease in difficulties in the process of adaptation to new
learning conditions. The success rate of mastering English language competence of
5th grade students has increased. 30% of students showed a high level (at the
beginning of the experiment it was 11%), the sufficient level was 41%, respectively,
from 27%. The average and low levels were reduced by half.

The level of readiness of teachers to use forms of active learning has increased
significantly. In particular, the number of teachers who independently use Al has
increased from 21% to 49%, and the share of those who are not ready or do not have
the appropriate experience has decreased from 32% to 12%. At the same time, there
1s a slight decrease in the share of teachers who need methodological support (from
47% to 39%), which indicates a gradual increase in their digital competence.

Thus, the implementation of a comprehensive system for organizing lessons
contributed not only to the improvement of students’ academic performance but also
supported their emotional and personal growth during the adaptation stage to the
conditions of lower secondary school.

The scientific novelty of the obtained results lies in the following:

« For the first time, the psychological and pedagogical conditions for organizing
a modern English lesson in the 5th grade of general secondary education have been
theoretically substantiated, developed, and experimentally tested. These include: the
teacher's role in the educational process as a facilitator and organizer of partnership-
based interaction; ensuring continuity between primary and lower secondary
education through the alignment of teaching forms, methods, and tools; various forms
of organizing and conducting English lessons that take into account students’
individual capabilities, particularly the combination of traditional and non-standard
lesson formats; the use of interactive and project-based learning methods; the
introduction of practice-oriented tasks that foster communicative skills development;

the use of ICT, including artificial intelligence, in English language lessons; the



didactic and methodological potential of the lesson; and the creation of a supportive
educational and emotional environment that motivates learners to study foreign
languages;

« A construct of the professional competence of the modern English language
teacher has been developed, emphasizing their readiness for innovative activity,
along with a model of an effective educational environment for English language
lessons.

« The essence of the concepts «English lesson in the 5th grade», «organization of
a modern English lesson according to the New Ukrainian School», and “educational
environment of the English lesson” has been clarified;

« The psychological characteristics of 4th—5th grade students have been
identified and taken into account in the pedagogical appropriateness of a modern
English lesson;

« The process of organizing English lessons in the 5th grade (didactic and
technological components) has been improved in accordance with the requirements
of the New Ukrainian School;

« The ideas of learner-centered, activity-based, competence-oriented, and
integrated approaches in the practice of organizing English lessons in the 5th grade
have been further developed; the forms of organization (integrated, non-standard,
flipped classroom) and the tools for lesson delivery (LearningApps, Wordwall,
Kahoot), including interactive exercises, authentic video and audio materials, online
games, mini-projects, collaborative group and pair work formats, as well as tools for
reflection (surveys, checklists), particularly the use of artificial intelligence, have also
evolved.

The practical significance of the obtained results lies in their applicability to
the teaching of English in the 5th grade, particularly in the didactic and
methodological support of lessons based on the textbook English for the 5th Grade by
O. Karpuk. It also includes the development and systematization of diagnostic tools
that facilitate monitoring (structured observation) of the effectiveness of English

lesson organization. These findings can be implemented in the methodological work



of general secondary schools within English language departments. The main
provisions of the study may also be used by lecturers at higher education institutions
and practitioners in the field of postgraduate education. The practical significance lies
in the development of the author's blog for the English language teacher, which
serves as a platform for sharing experiences, implementing digital practices, and
providing professional support to educators.

This dissertation holds significant value for the further development of both the
theory and practice of organizing modern English lessons in secondary education.
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
