SUMMARY

Lozova L. V. Patterns of internal migration of the population of Ukraine during
the war: regional analysis and synthesis. — Qualifying scientific work as a
manuscript.
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The work is devoted to the study of spatial patterns of internal migration
processes in Ukraine, formed under the influence of military actions, as one of the
key factors of modern cardinal social transformations. This study allows analyzing
regional features, spatial trends, and motivational factors of large-scale internal
population movements. The information base of the study consisted of data from
open sources and statistical materials of international, all-Ukrainian, and regional
institutions and organizations, scientific sources, regulatory and legislative
documents, and the results of our own sociological research. The main results of the
dissertation are based on a comprehensive six-stage study and justified choice and
use of methodological approaches and research methods.

In the first chapter of the dissertation, it is defined that modern migrations as
a societal phenomenon represent a complex system of migration movements of
various durations, periodicities, implementation methods, spatial directions, caused
by various factors and conditions, and differ in terms of voluntariness and
purposefulness. The main characteristic of this societal phenomenon is the causes
that trigger migration: historical, demographic, economic, social, military-political,
ethnic, religious, and sociocultural factors. Internal migration is one of the most
common forms of population migration, but in times of military and political crises,
extraordinary natural-technogenic phenomena, and disasters, specific types of
migration processes emerge - forced migrations and compulsory migrations. The

historical retrospective of migration processes in Ukraine has shown numerous



examples of situations not only of forced but also of compulsory migrations and
deportations of the Ukrainian people in the 20th-21st centuries.

It 1s demonstrated that a mass contemporary societal phenomenon in the
context of shaping new patterns of migration processes is the emergence and
legislative definition of a special category of internal migrants - internally displaced
persons (IDPs). It is determined that in the event of the return of IDPs to their
previous permanent place of residence, a special stage - the societal reintegration of
IDPs - is added to the generally recognized stages of the migration process.

The conducted research has shown that spatial patterns and trends of internal
migration during wartime reflect important socio-spatial processes of regional
differences in humanitarian needs of the population, paths of its displacement, and
spatial differentiation of conditions for providing protection to the population.
Therefore, original methodological approaches of socio-geographical research on
internal migration have been developed and tested, which included: a six-stage
research program, including conducting a sociological study of internally displaced
persons (IDPs) as a separate category of internal migrants. The study comprised
mass surveys in two stages, totaling 1632 respondents, as well as in-depth interviews
with 62 respondents.

The second chapter of the work describes complex societal processes and
challenges triggered by the war and occupation of parts of Donetsk and Luhansk
regions of Ukraine, as well as the annexation of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea
in 2014. Spatial trends of IDP movement during this period, predominantly to the
Kyiv region (including the city of Kyiv), Kharkiv, Dnipropetrovsk, Kherson, and
Zaporizhzhia regions, are analyzed. It is determined that the leading factors behind
such movements are the neighboring geographic location of the regions, similar
traditions of socio-cultural and economic activities, opportunities for self-
employment, and labor market demand.

The scales, directions, and regional patterns of internal migration processes in
Ukraine during the period of full-scale invasion since 2022 are also characterized. It
1s shown that the main regions serving as "donors" of IDPs are Donetsk, Kharkiv,
Mykolaiv, Zaporizhzhia, and later Kherson regions. On the other hand, the regions

with the highest proportion of received IDPs are Dnipropetrovsk, Kyiv, Kharkiv,



Zaporizhzhia, and Lviv regions. It is determined that a contemporary trend in the
new demographic patterns of Ukraine is the extraordinary variability of the geo-
demographic situation as a result of occupation, shelling of populated areas and
critical infrastructure, constant threats to the population in regions of possible
combat actions and directly near the front line. Based on the analysis of the structure
of IDPs, specific societal challenges of social adaptation and facilitation of the
socialization of displaced persons are demonstrated.

In the third chapter, based on the analysis of the results of a sociological study
of internally displaced persons (IDPs), it is established that the key reasons for
internal displacement include increased danger of staying in their hometown, lack
of employment opportunities and possibilities for self-employment, shortage of
social services, and inadequate provision of service and social protection facilities.
The choice of the region for displacement by IDPs is made considering key criteria
of safety and financial capability. Mass destruction of housing and critical
infrastructure is also identified as key reasons in the personal narrative of (non)return
of displaced persons. Survey results also indicate that the greatest needs among IDPs
are related to security, financial-humanitarian stability, and opportunities for
employment and self-realization.

The examined models of response and adaptation of the population to the
realities of large-scale invasion and occupation showed that the population living or
experiencing occupation is one of the most socially and militarily vulnerable groups
in our society. The results of in-depth interviews demonstrated specific motivational
factors, response models, and adaptation to the fundamental social transformations
resulting from the war. Moreover, the study showed that the longer the population
remains under occupation, the weaker their connection with the state becomes, and
the more complex the reintegration measures become. The research argues that the
processes of adaptation and reintegration are facilitated by: social support from
family, friends, and community; professional skills and abilities that aid in self-
realization; cultural openness and social accessibility, enabling competitiveness in
the job market.

Based on the results of the conducted sociological research, it is argued that

the main prerequisite for implementing regional programs and projects for post-war



reconstruction in Ukraine and the reintegration of internal migrants is the restoration
of security. The primary factor for the successful further adaptation of IDPs or their
reintegration into their native region is the formation of the country's economic and
social state, which will facilitate post-war recovery, attract international investments,
develop business, and consequently, return Ukrainian citizens to their regions of
residence.

The scientific novelty of the obtained results lies in the fact that, for the first
time from the perspective of social geography, a comprehensive analysis of internal
migration processes of Ukrainians in the 20th-21st centuries has been conducted in
the dissertation. This includes forced migrations caused by political, historical, and
military factors. Additionally, a socio-geographical study of motivational factors in
internal migration processes has been carried out, taking into account the social
needs of internally displaced persons (IDPs), employment opportunities,
professional self-realization, and adaptation conditions of IDPs (using the example
of IDPs in the city of Odesa). Furthermore, motivational factors, response models,
and adaptation of the population to the realities of large-scale invasion and
occupation have been characterized (using the example of occupied and near-
frontline territories of the Kherson region).

The practical significance of the obtained results lies in the fact that, based on
the socio-geographical analysis of regional patterns and motivational factors of
internal migration processes during wartime in Ukraine, components of successful
adaptation strategies and social reintegration of internal migrants due to the Russian-
Ukrainian war have been substantiated. This allowed the utilization of the results of
the dissertation research in the development of the Regional Development Strategy
and programs for comprehensive recovery of the territory of the Hola Prystan urban
territorial community in the Kherson region.
